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ARDROSSAN TIDY TOWNS REPORT 

It is starting to look as though the warmer weather may be setting in 

although it is still a bit unseasonal at present. Hard to guess what itôs 

going to be like but the experts are warning that we should expect a 

long, hot and dry summer. 

On one of our work days in October a total fire ban was in place 

which meant that we were unable to use any powered equipment for 

fear of igniting dry grass from rock or metal strikes. We also need to 

be extra vigilant at home, at work and around the countryside to 

ensure that any activity that we undertake does not create sparks 

(mowing and trimming etc.) or hot metal (i.e. exhaust pipes etc.) that 

may ignite undergrowth. We must also undertake clean-up of grass, 

trees, wood piles and any other combustible material around the 

house and sheds that burns readily. 

Now is a good time to review your fire and escape plan and prepare 

for such an emergency as a bush fire. If you donôt have one of these 

it is highly recommended that you visit the CFS website at 

www.cfs.sa.gov.au., This is an excellent site that contains advice on 

preparations and actions that you need to take in such an event. Itôs 

all very simple and easy to do and may save your life and those of 

your loved ones, including your pets. 

Tidy Towns members are doing as much as they can to reduce the 

fire load by cutting down tall grass and clearing undergrowth with the 

side benefit of presenting a well-kept town in the process. Our 

mowers and trimmers are in full use on Tuesday mornings, but it is 

hard to keep up with the limited people that we have. There is only 

so much that can be done in the time we have. 

Along with open area mowing, we have started clearing the creek 

bed and banks. Council has done a lot of work in the area by 

trimming trees and clearing out some of the built up dirt blocking 

overpass pipework. We have also undertaken to maintain the 

grounds around the Ambulance station to keep it looking good. 

Other areas we  work in include the cemetery, boat ramp and other 

public gardens and areas and road verges that maintain an 

attractive environment for visitors and residents. 

The can and bottle recycling bins appear to be working well and are 

used fairly extensively. The funds from the deposits collected go 

back into the community to support the work that we do around the 

town. We still get a fair bit of general rubbish in these but think itôs 

better than having it dropped on the ground. Your support in this 

would be much appreciated. We have a container drop off point at 

the old Fire Station should you wish to dispose of your unwanted 

cans and bottles and support our work. 

Like many other volunteer organisations, we donôt have a lot of 

members which is a shame.  We encourage people to volunteer a 

few hours of their time on a Tuesday morning to assist us in 

presenting a clean and tidy town; it makes a real difference. Note 

that Ardrossan again won the Sustainable Communities best town 

award for our area. It is not really hard work and anyone can attend 

irrespective of age, skills or position. Weôd love to have you come 

along to join in with our group, hope to see you there.
